Mustangs Over Suribachi – Japan Spring 1945

The latest Japanese fighters proved more than a match for the tried and true USAAF mustangs.  For a loss of only 12 fighters the Japanese downed at least 30 US a/c.  6 of the Japanese fighters were lost to the B29 bombers the US P51 and P47s were trying to protect.  The B29s did continue flying on target and devastated both Kagoshima on the southern tip of Kyushu and the major industrial city of Nabeoeka.  Japanese fighter attacks were relentless and downed 14 of the big white B29 bombers as they fought their way into Japanese airspace and retreated back out over the Pacific.

On return the US command had some hard lessons to be learned about the new spirit and aircraft that both the IJAAF and IJN were operating in defense of their homeland.  Japan appeared to be ready and willing to fight to the final breath.  The reappearance of the feared Kamikazes over US ships proved this point even more than the fight to protect the B29s.  Small groups of escorted Ki43s searched out and penetrated the US defences scoring at least 8 hits on capital ships including several damaging hits on one fleet carrier.  Two of these agile Kamikazes were shotdown by protecting Corsairs but the Ki84 escorts tied these up allowing other Oscars to take the final plunge.
Late in the day Navy fighters struck back hitting several Japanese ship convoys off the coast and sinking 9 supply ships and an escorting destroyer.  A small group of P47s found a Japanese train steaming between posts and strafed it to a standstill before fleeing away from defending interceptors.

Due to the heavy losses suffered by the B29s and their escorts in the early attacks on Japan the USAAF decided to use their great range to approach Japan from their less protected eastern side.  Staying off radar for most of their inbound flight the high B29s passed over some low Kamikazes SE of Japan without being spotted.  These Kamikazes were searching for the 3 US fleets known to be operating off Japan.  USN patrols were also looking for them and throughout the day the most intense actions were fought around the US carriers.  At least 42 Kamikazes from Betty bombers to old Val dive bombers were shotdown during the days action.  Only 4 Kamikazes broke through the screening fighters and hit 2 CVs hard causing extensive loss of life.
While the USN fought its own private war with the death flyers the USAAF approached Hiroshima from the east.  IJAAF and IJN fighters scrambled to intercept the bombers as they finally came on radar but they had been caught out of position.  Only 4 B29s were forced down and these were on the long running fight out to sea after Hiroshima was devastated by accurate bombing.  Japanese fighters tried hard to score against the big bombers but the USAAF escorts proved very effective and shotdown at least 16 fighters while the bombers accounted for 7.

Navy strike squads were also busy with pinpoint attacks on Japanese supply convoys and military facilities. 10 ships were reported sunk along the coastline and 3 military camps attacked successfully.  Low-level P47s strafed anything that moved accounting for a Japanese coal train on the south coast.

Decisive victory in Frame 2 for the Americans.

Both sides were ready for the next round of attacks.  The USAAF felt it had the measure of the Japanese interceptors and planned a low-level bombing run on Nagasaki in the southwest.  They were going to hit hard and fast and then withdraw allowing the escort to drop down on the intercepting Japanese fighters and destroy them.  The Japanese on the other hand were well forward and ready to get at the bombers early before they could devastate their homeland.   The fight was intense all the way into Nagasaki and out with 11 bombers falling to the Japanese.  Both the escorting and attacking fighters suffered substantial losses fighting around the bomber stream.  Nagasaki and the ships at the nearby port were heavily damaged, several ships later sinking.
The USN was farther in the south this time and their strike missions had some dangerous water to cover.  Standing patrols of Japanese fighters either turned back inbound strikes or forced them to dump their ord and run.  Despite this effective defense the USN tried several times to attack and ultimately closed 2 airfields on the eastern side of Kyushu.  Several ship convoys off the coast were also attacked and at least 6 ships sunk. Losses were heavier than in previous days with the US and USMC losing 13 Corsairs, including many of the newest F4U4s.
After taking heavy losses previously the few remaining Kamikazes returned to hunt American ships with fighter escort, smaller attack groups and less direct routes.  They were much more effective this time scoring hits on another 2 carriers and 4 screening destroyers, one of which soon sank with heavy loss of life.

The IJ command had been unhappy with the results of their Kamikaze attacks.  Many US warships had been damaged but few sunk.  They were determined to send US iron to the bottom of the sea and formed a special attack unit with the latest Ki67 Emily torpedo bombers.  A special escorting unit of Ki61s with experienced pilots was assigned as escort and the Japanese waited.
The expected attack by USN forces happened early in the morning with corsairs and hellcats attacking from the NE.  They attacked military positions around Hiroshima and the remaining fleet warships docked near the city.  Heavy flak units assigned to break up the daily B29 attacks engaged the low navy a/c and shotdown or damaged several as they began their attack runs.  Three ships were sunk in the harbour and two communication posts destroyed.

Fleet CAP was light because of this full scale attack and a large sweep by IJAAF fighters kept the US busy.  A large American bomber force was detected in the SE by long-range radar and this proceed to form with a strong force of Navy fighters just to the east of the fleet before heading into Oita airbase complex.  The IJ torpedo force was below the large American force on the deck for much of this time conducting a skilled multi-wave attack against a fleet carrier while the Navy gathered to escort the bombers into target.  4 or 5 torpedoes were reported to hit the US carrier and it quickly rolled over and sank.  A couple of the bombers were chased down by the few F6Fs defending the fleet but most escaped.  The Emily’s proceed to land at Oita but were caught in the circuit by low Mustangs and two more shotdown.

The heavy escort provided the B29s proved highly effective as they bombed both Oita, Tokuyama and Shimonoseki while only losing 3 aircraft.  The Japanese defenders did attack with courage and their repeated HO runs threw off the aim of the bombardiers.  Only Tokuyama was heavily damaged with Oita being hit hard but Shimonoseki escaping with only a few building destroyed.   A heavy and well timed reception escort covered the retreat of the B29s from this distant northern target.  IJ fighters tried again and again to penetrate to the BGs but were held off.

The days action started off with an early dawn engagement with Ki67 torpedo bombers and USN corsairs.  The corsairs had just lifted off from the USS Enterprise when screening destroyers spotted the low IJAAF aircraft. Several of the bombers were shotdown but not before a Destroyer was struck be several torpedoes and sent to the bottom.  Escorting Japanese fighters also claimed to have shotdown US attackers.  This set the tone for the rest of the day with many strongly escorted attacks both Kamikaze and torpedo being launched against the US carrier force.  11 defending corsairs were lost but over 24 Kamakazes were shotdown and 5 bombers.  A US carrier was sunk and at least 11 kamikazes struck defending warships.

While the USN strove to defend its fleet it also combined with USAAF P47s to attack the important airfield at Kagoshima in the south.  This area was left relatively undefended because most of the IJAAF forces had moved SW to intercept a large group of bombers and escorts heading north from Iwo Jima.  Over Nagasaki the bomber group split up, one force hitting Sasebo to the NW and the other moving due north to Fukuoka.  A small group of B29s also hit Izumi in the east causing heavy damage there.  Both the other targets were hit hard and for a time it seemed the group sent farthest north would be overwhelmed with no escort in the area.  But the experienced bombers held off the constant Japanese attacks and joined up with a reception escort in the middle of Kyushu.  Only 4 of the big bombers were reported lost in these attacks.
A further quick strike late in the day by the USAAF hit Fukuoka with fighter bombers and Kagoshima with B29s. Two more bombers were lost on this raid but the damage from such a low altitude was extensive and the fight between escorting P47s and defending Japanese fighters went to the deck with the Japanese coming out the victors 8 to 2.  But the B29s escaped what could have been a very hazardous raid.
